LETTER FROM FR DAVID BORLAND- RE: ST. FRANCIS XAVIER’S, WATERSIDE, AND ST. ANN’S, MOSSBLOWN
On Saturday July18th 2026, the parish community of St. Ann’s in Mossblown becomes part of the RC Ayr family of parishes, joining with St. Margaret’s and St. Paul’s in Ayr, and St. Francis Xavier’s in Waterside, I hope you will all join me in welcoming the parishioners of St. Ann’s into our family. Fr David has been appointed as parish priest of St. Ann’s and Deacon Bill as parish deacon responsible for the pastoral work in St. Ann’s, with assistance from Fr David and, more importantly, the parishioners of St. Ann’s.
The addition of another parish community (and another Sunday Mass) means that there needs to be alterations to our current Mass schedule. From Saturday July 18th there will be a Vigil Mass at 4pm on the 1st and 3rd weekend of each month in St. Francis Xavier’s and on the 2nd and 4th weekend of each month in St. Ann’s. If there is a 5th weekend in a month then there will not be Mass in either church. This means:
Saturday July 18th at 4pm:                    St. Francis Xavier’s
Saturday July 25th at 4pm:                    St. Ann’s
Saturday Aug 1st & 15th at 4pm:          St. Francis Xavier’s
Saturday Aug 8th & 22nd at 4pm:         St. Ann’s
Saturday Aug 29th:                                No Mass - 5th Sunday
In the winter months (November to March) the Vigil Mass will be at 2pm instead of 4pm.

While we are no longer able to provide a Sunday Mass every weekend in St. Francis Xavier’s and St. Ann’s, parishioners of both communities are encouraged to travel to one of the many other churches in the local area when there is no Sunday Mass in their church.
